The paper bin is for:

all packaging made of paper, cardboard or carton without food residue.
Packaging should be cut into small pieces or folded.

For example:
Packaging made of paper, Non-packaging made of
cardboard or carton: ’ paper, cardboard or carton:
- Paper bags for baked - Letters
goods, meat and fruit - Envelopes
- Egg boxes S
- Folding boxes of any shape - Wrapping paper

- Pasta boxes - Newspapers
- Paper carrier bags - Magazines

- Chocolate boxes

The paper bin is not for:

waste and packaging not made of paper, cardboard or carton.

For example:

- Batteries Q - Bubble padding

- Organic waste \ QA - Metals

- Butter wrappers ’ - Milk or beverage cartons

- Tins and cans - Soiled or full packages
